This  is a guide only, you should check with Vic Roads for specific requirements.
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Three point Turn


You will be asked to make a three point turn where safe and legal to do so.


You should complete this manoeuvre using no more than 3 movements and in less than 2 minutes.


You can use 5 movements but will loose all points (not a terminating error)


You are allowed to touch the curb,


If you hit or run up onto the top of the curb this is deemed a control issue and a terminating error.


You are allowed to use a driveway. Only go up to the property line.(letterbox, fence line) you should only need to have your front wheels just onto the drive to complete this manoeuvre.


Waiting for traffic is not counted in the allowed 2 minutes


Dry steering is not recommended and has detrimental effects on the cars operating ability.


If stopping at left use left indicator to signal intention, this is not a requirement


Signal 3 seconds prior to starting turn


Look both directions and do a head check before moving right.


Proceed across the road to opposite side. Turn steering wheel right until it stops, Maximum angle is recommended, similar to turning into 90 degree parking (do not hit curb) front of cars are lower than rear, it is not advisable to let front tyres make contact with curb. 


Select reverse- look in both directions and out rear window.


When safe slowly reverse (turning wheel left /in the direction you want the car to go) looking all directions as you move.


You are allowed to touch curb with rear tyres (not hit or mount) watch for trees, power pole and bins on nature strip. 


Select a forward gear and look in both directions before moving.


Continue driving down road.








Reverse Parallel Park


You will be asked to pull up next to a legally parked vehicle and complete a reverse parallel park within 2 minutes.


Waiting for traffic is not counted in 2 minutes


You are allowed 4manoeuvres maximum


You must finish with both left tyres in the gutter (within 300mm) and parallel


The front of your car must be between 1 and 2 metres from the vehicle in front when completed.


You must make the car safe (handbrake applied and in park) when completed


You are allowed to use 7 metres. ( APPROX-2 car spaces behind front car)


Dry steering is not recommended and has detrimental effects on the cars operating ability.


Signal left to stop beside parked vehicle


Look out rear window before reversing


Use a minimum of 2 manoeuvres to complete the park


You do not need to reapply signal once angled into park


Signal for 5 seconds and do a head check before leaving a parked position.


Touching curb is ok


Hitting and mounting curb is a terminating error.
